Option # 1: (multicultural/ ethical/ communication)

Your article should end with your own opinion, backed by data/ facts gained from your readings. You are well advised to start with a clear outline.

Your article may include your own opinion of her as an actress, as well as a public figure. You are well advised to start with a clear outline.
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
